Cold sweats; aches and pains; no this isn't winter flu but Cupid up to his old tricks again. For those of you agonising over the imminent arrival of Valentine's Day why not banish any futile soul-searching before the big day and invite your prospective partner to an evening of soul and jazz in the 
alluring presence of jazz songstress Katriona Taylor at Pizza on the Park. 
 
Eighteen months ago Katriona Taylor traded her life as a City lawyer for the glamour of the jazz circuit. Her captivating presence on stage and her vocal range will take you to places your heart may have known but long since forgotten.
 
As well as providing diners with some late night melodic sustenance in sumptuous surroundings this popular venue on Hyde Park Corner provides an opportunity for musicians and singers alike to showcase their talent.
 
Monday evening will see the launch of Katriona Taylor's new CD 'You Are My 
Melody'. Asked about the content of the album she said: ''It contains Jazz numbers from the 20s and 30s and 4 original tracks written by me. The show will be a mix of Jazz standards, original songs and a couple of Soul and Latin numbers. I like to sing different genres because I have many influences as a singer songwriter''.
 
''Tea for Two'', ''Walk on By'', ''My Heart Belongs to Daddy'' are just some of the classics Katriona will be singing. ''I am often complimented on my ability to blend different styles of music; the variety appeals to audiences and my own songs are soulful with a Jazz influence. There is no greater 
reward than being able to move your audience with your song'', she added.
 
 Already a veteran on the London jazz scene

with critically acclaimed performances at clubs, restaurants and festivals, Katriona Taylor will be accompanied by a pianist, double bassist and drummer on Monday night.
 
Aspiring singers would be advised to spend an evening in the company of this consummate professional who offers a master-class in performance and stagecraft.
